MEMORANDUM FOR MILITARY TRAINING NETWORK AFFILIATE FACULTY, PROGRAM DIRECTORS AND PROGRAM ADMINISTRATORS

Subject:  Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere Training Guidance

1. The American Heart Association and Laerdal have released an ACLS Provider course software program called application called Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere.  The Military Training Network (MTN) recommends Trainings Sites, units and Commands do not purchase Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere software at this time.  The MTN is exploring a government pricing schedule and software versions that will support multiple users over a LAN or web portal.  We are gathering input from each of the services in order to develop procurement, deployment and utilization guidelines.  

2.  However, the MTN does authorize Training Sites to complete ACLS provider renewal training in conjunction with the Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere software.  Please review the American Heart Association’s 16 Feb 04 National Training Memo Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere and ACLS Anywhere FAQ.  In addition to the AHA guidance, MTN Training Sites will adhere to the following supplemental guidelines:

A. The program is for ACLS Provider renewal only.  Participants must present a valid ACLS Anywhere certificate and proof of prior successful ACLS Provider course completion (e.g. ACLS provider wallet card) in order to enroll in the psychomotor skill check.  At this time, the MTN does not endorse use of ACLS Anywhere for initial/first-time students.

B. The Training Site will validate ACLS Anywhere certificates:

1) Go to: www.laerdal.com/validatecertificate.asp
2) Enter the validation password: enablevalidate (case sensitive)

3) Enter the electronic signature from the certificate (long combination of letters and numbers)

4) Click the submit button

5) If the signature is valid the certificate will be displayed.  Verify the printed copy with the information on screen.  If the certificate is not valid an error message will be displayed.

6) If you encounter problems contact the MTN at 301-295-0964.

C. Training Sites have the flexibility to conduct the skill check in a manner that best fits their facility and resources.  Training Sites will make every effort to complete the skill check with 120 days of the student completing the didactic portion and printing their certificate.  In general there are two approaches:

1) Skill check during a traditional classroom based ACLS Provider course.  In this case add the ACLS Anywhere student(s) to the course roster [link to ACLS course roster] and annotate HC for Heartcode™ in the Cases 1-10 and Written Exam columns.  Document outcome of the skill check in the Megacode/HC Skill Check column.  Attach the ACLS Anywhere certificate that confirmed the student(s) completed the computer-based portion to the post course report (PCR).   

2) Stand alone skill check.  In this case the Training Site generates a PCR.  Complete the grade report and attach ACLS Anywhere certificate(s) as described above.  Rather than creating a separate PCR on each day that skill checks occur, Training Sites may accomplish one PCR that includes all skill checks in a calendar month.  Remember to add every instructor to the instructor roster.  Monthly ACLS Anywhere PCRs must be closed out at the end of each calendar month and promptly submitted to the MTN.

D. Training Sites issue students who successfully complete the skill check an ACLS Provider wallet card.

E. The MTN does not award Continuing Medical Education (CME) to Heartcode™ ACLS Anywhere participants.
