DEFINITIONS OF TSNRP AREAS OF RESEARCH

Health Promotion: Research designed to identify, implement and evaluate those strategies that engender behaviors and programs designed to promote healthful living for beneficiaries across the life span.

Military Clinical Practice and Outcomes Management: Research designed to develop and test interventions to improve clinical practice as well as to examine the end results of patient care strategies including the non-traditional methods and perspectives from evaluation research, epidemiology, and economic theory.
Population Health: Research, based in epidemiology that is designed to identify traits and states of populations with the intent to develop strategies to design effective wellness and disease management programs.

Access to Care: Research designed to identify barriers to and facilitators of availability of care to patients participating in the military health care system. These programs would include, but not be limited to, the assessment of cost effectiveness and efficiencies of policies and programs designed to provide health care to the beneficiary group. 

Physiological Responses in Challenging Environments: Research designed to identify human (Physiological and Psychological) responses to internal and external environmental alterations. This may also include interventional research designed to meet challenges and produce healthy outcomes.

Deployment Health: Research designed to examine physiological and psycho- social factors of individual and families that affect readiness before, during and after deployment.

Clinical Resource Management: Research designed to identify and test staffing models for the provision of safe and cost effective care.

Developing and Sustaining Competencies: Research designed to identify the methods of developing nursing expertise in multiple venues. This research may include the identification of the continuum of nursing skills, factors that enhance the genesis, maturation and retention of those skills as well as the effect of mentoring on that continuum.

Women’s Health Issues: Research to identify significant factors and intervene in the internal and external environments of active duty and female members across the life span.

Professional Roles: Research designed to identify issues and factors in the military nurse’s role in the health care system. This research may include educational preparation and adoption of executive, specialty and non-traditional practice roles within the military health system.

Systems: Research designed to identify and develop strategies for effective partnerships in health care environments.

Ethics and Values: Research designed to address problems related to obligation, duty, rights, loyalty, principles or sources of moral distress. Specific areas might include end of life care, pain management, informed consent, cultural differences, allocation of resources, research ethics, and organizational policies

Equipment: Research developed to examine training (implementation) associated processes, technology, applications, and accoutrements for effective health care delivery.

Recruitment and Retention of the Work Force: Research designed to identify factors associated with recruitment and retention of nursing personnel in the military health care system.

High Threat Environment: Research designed to identify factors involved in health promotion for and responses of personnel in dangerous environments. This research may involve examination of chemical/biological/battleground/terrorism arenas as well as environments with potential for catastrophic and life threatening changes.
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
