BETHESDA, Md. — A ceremony formally recognizing reception of the Joint Meritorious Unit
Award by the Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences will be held April 13 at 12:10 p.m.

USU received the award in December for service to the nation for the period July 1, 1990 to July

clinical service at amanpower savings of $85 million and trained over 200,000 defense personnel, with an
annual cost avoidance of over $40 million.”
